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How had the participants of the cultural exchange program for the
international student established the sense of interculturality:
Case study of the farm stay program in Akita

ICHISHIMA Noriko

This study illustrates what interculturality that the international students and Japanese students
in Akita prefecture had developed between participants (the students and the host farmers) during
farm stay for farm work experience held in 2019 under international student cultural exchange
programme. It also identifies the prime factor which led development of the cross-cultural
perspective.

Based on this study, the participants had taken following steps as observed.

1) Repeated interactions with the others (including mediation)
2) Exchange their individual values
3) Develop equal relationship

Again, the study demonstrated that the role of the mediator in terms of communication was not
static, but more fluid, while the persons with high language skills (both Japanese and foreign
language) did not always play the mediator role, but rather the mediation activities beyond the
frame of native/non-native speakers had been taken place. It identified the welcome-attitude and
practical knowledge of the host farmers as the factor to lead the development of cross-cultural

perspective.

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A Trajectory of an International Student’s Boundary-Crossing to a Local
Community in Japan: Roles of “Brokers”

SHIMASAKI Kaori

This study explored a case of an international student in Japan who was successfully involved in
a local community from the aspect of Boundary-Crossing’. Boundary-Crossing views learning
occurs in moving from one social setting to another. This paper thus focuses especially on how his
experience was assisted by brokers. Brokers are persons who possess valued knowledge and skills
in two social settings and introduce their practices in a social setting to another person. A semi-
structured interview was conducted and the data were analysed based on a framework by
Ishiyama (2018). The data show that the international student met brokers and received support
from them in crossing a boundary. When there was no broker, he discovered an equivalent of
brokers and gained their support. As his boundary-crossing proceeded in two steps (from his
home country to graduate school in Japan, and to a local community), he managed to cross a

boundary of local community by himself using his own experience from first boundary-crossing.

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The Methodological Imperatives of Qualitative
Research on English-taught Programs at Japanese Universities

The goal of this paper is to consider qualitative research within higher education institutions in
Japan in response to the unique challenges of research done in and of these institutions;
institutions which pose unique challenges to researchers due to the proximity to informants and
the organization(s) in which the researcher is often involved.

The author presents the most immediate needs for further qualitative research at Japanese HEIs
(Higher Education Institution) and several of the challenges faced researching ETPs at Japanese
universities; such research that is currently lacking but critical for the implementation of effective
governmental education policies. The author then presents a discussion of tentative

recommendations for addressing these risks toward creation of best practices.

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The Usefulness and Help-seeking Promotion Effect of Information
Delivered via a Website to Chinese International Students Studying at a
Japanese Language School

AN Tingting

The number of international students in Japan has been increasing, and support for them is an
important issue. Meanwhile, the usefulness and effectiveness on help-seeking of the information
delivered via website is being addressed and discussed. This study specifically investigates the
usefulness and effectiveness on help-seeking of information delivered via website on Chinese
international students. A website that provides information of living and studying abroad and
knowledge about mental health was released to a Japanese language school which has 328
Chinese international students. More than 80% of the students who used the website evaluated it
as useful for them and 23 (44.2%) came to seeking help at a Student Support Room that was
available at the school after they used the website. Those students who used the website showed
higher help-seeking intention than those who did not. Those results implied the usefulness and
possibility of promoting help-seeking intention by delivering information via website. Furthermore,
the result also implied the possibility that the usage of website might connect to help-seeking

behavior.

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Approach of support for the regional employment of advanced ICT
foreign engineers targeting the Japanese market utilizing education
before coming to Japan for and short-term study abroad:
Miyazaki-Bangladesh Model

There has been an issue of a mismatch between the types of businesses and occupations sought
by international students and local communities when it comes to finding employment for
international students in regional areas. Therefore, the University of Miyazaki, Miyazaki City office,
the Japan International Cooperation Agency, and local companies collaborated to implement the
“Miyazaki-Bangladesh Model” to support the employment of highly skilled foreign professionals in
the ICT field through education before coming to Japan “B-JET” and short-term study abroad “JIP".
For the B-JET, original Japanese language teaching materials were developed and used, and
additionally, the class schedule and classroom management were similar to Japanese elementary
and junior high schools with small classes in order to have the students acquire Japanese social
customs. For JIP, in addition to Japanese language education, the students were given internships
at companies that decide to employ them. At the same time, in order to promote cross-cultural
understanding on the part of host companies that are not familiar with foreigners and to enhance
their readiness to accept foreign engineers, company representatives as tutors were provided for
support for students. As a result, 73% of the students who completed the B-JET, entered
employment in Japanese companies, with one-third of them working for companies in Miyazaki

Prefecture.

Based on the Case Study of One Collaborative Project among the
Students between British and Japanese Universities

In this paper, one case study is analyzed where in total of 40 students from England and Japan
worked together on an online project about human rights for 1 month. Since human rights is a
universal concept, it is possible for students from any backgrounds to think about their human
rights issues as their own matter. Thus, the task was given to the students to firstly find the human
rights problems related to them. Then, they were divided in small groups to discuss the issues
with group members and narrowed them down. The final goal was that they needed to find and
suggest practical solutions in groups. Through this project, the students faced some difficulties
such as language barrier and in adjusting time to meet with group members and working with
them since they met only online. However, in the end, certain study outcome was confirmed such
as deepening the knowledge of human rights and enhancing communication ability by completing
the project and successfully making the group presentations. Although it was not easy for them to
have deep interaction since they met only online, but they experienced how to overcome these
difficulties and achieved the goal, which made them realize how important to work with students
from different backgrounds. Through this project, using online exchange could give us a potential

to meet and work with more students in the world, and learn with each other.
